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Final-round rally propels winners
to victory and scholarshlp checks

With one round to go in the Baron Barclay
National Youth Open Pairs, Burke Snowden and
Ben Kristensen trailed by 2.09 matchpoints on a 12
top. All afternoon in the second session, they had
been in a seesaw battle with Murphy Green and
Arjun Dhir for first place.

Green and Dhir had cause for optimism after
their final two boards, on which they scored 73.8%.
Unfortunately for them, Snowden and Kristensen
did much better, claiming 23.61 of 24 matchpoints,
enough to boost the 13-year-olds into first place by
3.8 matchpoints.

Green could only lament that the event had
gone on one round too long. He and his partner are
from Alpharetta GA.

Snowden, 13, lives in Fort Collins CO.
Kristensen is a resident of Duluth MN.

They were teammates on the National Youth
Swiss Teams at the Youth NABC in Washington
DC two years ago and formed a partnership shortly
thereafter. On Thursday, the two won the regional
Gold Rush Pairs in their tuneup for the main Youth
NABC event, and earlier in the week Snowden and
another partner made it to the final of the Wernher
Open Pairs.

Along with the masterpoints and glory they
earned for winning, Snowden and Kristensen each
receive a $1000 scholarship provided by Baron
Barclay Bridge Supply, the largest business of its
kind in the world.

They will join Hakan Berk and David Soukup
today to play in the Aileen Osofsky Swiss Teams.

Snowden and Kristensen play 2/1 game force
“with lots of gadgets.”

Said Kristensen, “We just try to play
consistently and not make mistakes.” He added that
he really likes bridge “because it takes math and
logical reasoning, stuff that ’'m good at.”

Snowden added that he enjoys bridge because
“you pick up a new hand every time, and there’s
always something new.”

District 9 backs
youth talk with
serious action

These days, there is a lot of talk about
recruiting more young people to the game of bridge
— and in many locations there is lots of action, too.

That is especially true in Disrict 9 (Florida).

Carla Burke, the
district’s education
chair, is in Toronto
for the Youth NABC
and was proud
to report that the
district subsidized
the appearance of 26
young players from
the state.

Besides a $500
stipend per player,
the district is also
picking up the entry fees for all the players.

Burke, who lives in Pensacola, said every
member of each of the five units in the district pays
an extra $1 per year to fund the youth program,
which has helped to send players to the Youth
NABC each year since 2009.

“I can’t tell you how fabulous our district board
is,” Burke said. “They could not be more youth
oriented. They really love our kids and they want
them to learn and grow.”

In Sarasota, she said, local volunteers “have
been the leaders in getting bridge in the schools.”
In Burke’s home town, three schools offer bridge.
“Everyone is really excited about it,” she said.

Two of the young players at the Youth NABC
in Toronto belong to Alice Harper of Orlando. She
is a serious supporter of the youth-recruitment
effort.

Harper believes
her children —
15-year-old Brandon
and 12-year-old
Amanda — have done
better in school since
they took up bridge.
“They have to keep
track of so many
things,” she noted.

them with math and science.”

Two of her nephews, Ryan and Jason Miller,
are also playing in the Youth NABC.

Jason, she said, met a Chinese player online
and played with him at the Youth NABCs in
Washington DC and New Orleans.

Burke said she has been gratified to note that
many of the young players who benefited from the
Youth NABC are still helping promote it even after
becoming too old to play.

The best, she said, have been Adam Kaplan,
Jesse Stern, Jourdain Patchett, Kevin Dwyer, Josh
Sablan and Drew Cavalier. “They have all been
willing to help as volunteers and in the youth
programs,” she said.

Burke said the key to the success of the
program is the support of the district board. “When
you have the district behind you like we do,” she
said, “it makes it fun.”
